Revelation 22:17 The Spirit and the bride say, “Come!” And let him who hears say, “Come!” 
Whoever is thirsty, let him come; and whoever wishes, let him take the free gift of the water of 
life. 

 Who is invited? ALL WHO ARE THIRSTY TO BELIEVE. 

Isaiah 55:1 Come, all you who are thirsty, come to the waters; and you who have no money, 
come, buy and eat! Come, buy wine and milk without spending money and without cost. 

John 6:35 Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go 
hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty. 

 Who is satisfied? ALL WHO LISTEN AND PARTAKE. 

Isaiah 55:2-3 Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labor on what does not 
satisfy? Listen, listen to me, and eat what is good, and your soul will delight in the richest of 
fare. Give ear and come to me; hear me, that your soul may live. I will make an everlasting 
covenant with you, my faithful love promised to David. 

John 4:13-14 Everyone who drinks of this water will be thirsty again, but whoever drinks the 
water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him will become in him a spring of 
water welling up to eternal life. 

Revelation 21:6 He said to me: "It is done. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and 
the End. To him who is thirsty I will give to drink without cost from the spring of the water of 
life.
